Jonathan Clough Memorial Scholarship Fishing Tournament

Rules and Regulations


The intent of this tournament is to promote overall good fellowship, promote fishing, and to benefit the Jonathan Clough Memorial Scholarship Fund.  Honesty and fair play are essential to success and competition in any event and must be followed at all times.  Any disputes before, during or after the tournament will be brought to the attention of and addressed by the following rules committee:

REGISTRATION: We ask that all teams be registered in writing by May 27 2012. Teams are able to sign up the morning of the tournament, by meeting at Freddies Family Restaurant, 810 South Hwy. 65 Mora, MN 55051 by 7:00 a.m. for the team meeting.  Each boat will designate a captain who will sign the boat/team entry form and take responsibility for his/her team. The tournament committee reserves the right to extend the deadline.  The tournament committee reserves the right to refuse entry of any person, group, or boat.

TEAM MEETING: The tournament participants/teams are to meet at Freddie’s Family Restaurant 810 South Hwy. 65 Mora, MN 55051 by 7:00 a.m. the morning of June 2, 2012 for the team meeting, review of rules, and to have breakfast (not included).

AWARDS CEREMONY & DINNER GATHERING: Will be held at Freddie‘s Family Restaurant 810 South Hwy. 65 Mora, MN 55051 following the tournament.

FORMAT: This is a boat tournament.  Each team participating in the 2nd Annual Jonathan Clough Memorial Scholarship Fishing Tournament is required to pay a $125 entry fee.  Each boat consists of a two person team.  Each team/boat shall have the opportunity to participate in the Big Fish Division for an additional $10 per person fee.  Entry in the Big Fish Division must be determined before the official start.  All contest fees are non-refundable. Boats must maintain a 50ft distance apart at all times, and may NOT for any reason touch any other dock, but the weigh-in dock.

SPORTSMANSHIP: In order to keep sportsmanship at a fair advantage to all team members and everyone involved, we are asking that no alcohol whatsoever will be onboard or consumed during the Jonathan Clough Memorial Fishing Tournament on Knife Lake. If alcohol consumption is found, it may be grounds for disqualification. We ask that while your outboard motor is running, all team-mates are wearing life jackets.  While trolling, life jackets are not required.

TOURNAMENT START/STOP: The tournament will begin at the official “Cannon Start” at 9:00 a.m. on June 2, 2012 and all boats must be at weigh-in dock by no later than 3:00 p.m. Boats not at weigh-in dock at 3:00 p.m. will be disqualified. (ALL BOATS WILL BE INSPECTED PRIOR TO TOURNAMENT START)  The tournament committee reserves the right to amend the start and finish times of the tournament and will use good faith and judgment to ensure a successful tournament for all participants. The tournament will go on, rain or shine. Should lightening become inevitable, the tournament committee will use good faith and judgment in determining the rest of the afternoon. If a back up date is used, weigh-ins and award ceremony will be held at the same scheduled times and places. 

WEIGH-INS:		
1. This is a multi-species tournament.  Each team is allowed a total of 6 fish at weigh-in.  There is a maximum of 2 fish per species.  Species may include: Northern Pike, Large or Small Mouth Bass, Perch, Crappie, or Sun Fish. 
2. Weigh in will officially open at NOON the day of the tournament. 
3. The Jonathan Clough Memorial Scholarship Fishing Tournament will be using total weight as a means to “weigh-in”. In the event of a tie, an extended one hour fish off will commence to determine the tie breaker. 
4. The weigh-in will officially close at 3:45 p.m. the day of the tournament. (You must be at the scales or in line to have your fish weighed by 3:45 p.m.)  The awards dinner and ceremony will follow the weigh-ins at Freddies Family Restaurant 810 South Hwy. 65 Mora, MN 55051. Tournament teams are encouraged to invite family and friends to the dinner.  Ceremony and buffet to begin at 5:00 p.m. The buffet will include meal, beverage and dessert.  Bar beverages are not included. 

BOUNDARIES: All Knife Lake navigable waters are included.

WEATHER: The tournament does not provide a weather committee and it is a captain’s choice tournament.  All team captains, members, boat owners, and all other participants are responsible to determine that their craft is sea-worthy and are advised and encouraged to be familiar with the current local weather conditions and forecasts to determine if the conditions permit the safety of the boat, crew, anglers, and guests to proceed to departure to lake waters and return in a safe and prudent manner.  The tournament committee reserves the right to postpone the tournament and use a back-up date if deemed necessary; however, our general rule is “rain or shine”.

CASH AND PRIZE AWARDS
· 1st Place prize of $1000 and a plaque awarded for the team with the highest total weight.
2nd Place prize of $750 and a plaque awarded for the team with the 2nd highest total weight.  3rd Place prize of $500 and a plaque awarded for the team with the 3rd highest total weight.  All prize amounts are based on 50 teams. A single boat may not take more than one of the above prizes.
· Big Fish Division Is based on the weight of the fish.  1st place prize awarded to the largest fish.  2nd place prize awarded to the 2nd largested fish.  3rd place prize awarded to 3rd largest fish.  Prizes are based on total number of entrants with 100% payout (1st place is 50% payout, 2nd place is 30% payout, 3rd place is 20% payout).
· Some prizes to be given away on random drawing.

FEDERAL AND STATE REGULATIONS: The weight and/or length of the eligible fish submitted for weigh-in are subject to Minnesota and/or federal laws.  Slot limits must be abided by Minnesota law.  All tournament boats must possess current and valid Minnesota Fishing licenses and any other permit as required by applicable law at the time of weigh-in.  Any team without valid permits and/or licensing are in violation of state and or federal law and may have their fish disqualified at time of weigh-in.  The Jonathan Clough Memorial Scholarship Fishing Tournament will be mandating live release, all fish measured must be live, no exceptions. Teams will have the option to register a dying fish right away, prior to final weigh-in; however that fish must be kept and used for official weigh-in.
